New Pay Rate for Federal Work-Study Student Workers at Toledo Campus

Did you know you can begin your Mercy Health career as a Federal Work-Study student worker at Mercy College? Effective immediately, Federal Work-Study
student workers will be paid $15.00 per hour. Important note — students must pass the Mercy Health hiring requirements that include a background check and
drug test.

Federal Work-Study is need-based aid available to students enrolled at least half-time (must have a 2020-2021 FAFSA on file to determine financial need) and
enrolled in a Toledo campus degree program (certificate students do not qualify). There is no guarantee of job placement, and typical jobs are approximately 10 to
20 hours per week. Please complete the job application as soon as possible. Remember to include your resume. Positions are currently open in the Enrollment,
Allied Health, and Student Affairs Divisions.
