Youngstown Location to close in December 2023

The week of June 8, 2021, the Board of Trustees voted to approve the recommendation made by Mercy Health Youngstown Administration to close
the Youngstown location. Mercy Health Youngstown will partner with another local university to offer the Associate Degree in Nursing. Mercy
College of Ohio, Youngstown location will admit its last class in fall 2021. The day program will admit 96 students and the evening/weekend
program will admit 32 students. The program will continue its excellence in education and all services will be provided until December 2023. The
day cohort of students is expected to graduate in May 2023, and the evening/weekend cohort of students is expected to graduate in December 2023.
We will continue to be Mercy Strong as we begin the Teachout and Closure process for the Youngstown location.
